Safety Section i Wood Dust

For this month's safety article | would like to add to the article about Wood Dust and
the Woodturner in the latest issue of "American Woodturner, 0 A2p10,iVbl. 25, No.2.
If you have not read the article yet | would suggest that you do so as it explores the use
of dust collectors, masks, and filtered mask/shroud systems. | have a filtered
helmet/shroud system that works well and is not irritating like the common face mask air
filters.

This is also a good time to revisit an article by Stanley N. Wellborn published in
American Woodturner several years ago.

Mr. Wellborn points out that Woodworkers are 500 times more likely to contract
nasal cancer solely through exposure to wood than the non-woodworker. But then he
says that the risk only changes from extremely rare to rare.

The National Institute of Occupational Safety and Health (NIOSH) established
guidelines for woodworkers. Please remember NIOSH as we will return to it. NIOSH
has determined that their studies revealed that inhalation of wood dust has been
reported to result in cancers of the larynx, tonsils, tongue, and lungs in England and
Sweden. Then they state that the data indicates that exposure needed to be over a
period of more than ten years. Studies have also shown that heart wood is more toxic
than sap wood and that dry wood is more toxic than wet wood. Studies have also
shown that the finer the wood dust particles the more dangerous they are to our health
and the longer they stay in the environment.

NIOSH requires producers and retailers of toxic and/or hazardous materials provide
data sheets (MSDS) identifying how those materials are toxic or hazardous to
us. NIOSH also rates the effectiveness of filtration devices.

So there, we have the information that we need to make our own decisions about
what to use and how to use it. We now only need to know what precautions to take and
toxic woods to avoid or at least use with caution. A list of Toxic Woods and a list of
Preventive Measures are attached.
